Guidelines for Completion of Statistical Return Form

and use of Gathered Statistics

1.
Number of people on the Parish Roll: refer “The Diocesan Local Ministry and Mission Union Units Statute”, clause 3.5.2  pp.E2, E3 in the back section of the Blue Handbook.

2.
Covers both individuals and families; a couple may have one envelope between them (counts as one) while another couple may each have an envelope or automatic payment (counts as two).  The number includes envelope and other regular giving arrangements such as automatic payments, bank transfers, etc.

3.
Number of Clergy, in various categories, are often requested of us for use in determining membership of General Synod, surveys etc.  Please indicate number of Males (M column) and Females (F column).


Full-time applies where the ordained person concerned is paid a full stipend for the position.  Conversely, part-time covers those paid a lesser stipend.

4.
Information concerning number of Licensed Lay Ministers (as described in the Diocesan Licensed Lay Ministers Statute) is divided between youth and other ministries.  The figures are required to monitor a Synod resolution (1994).

5.
Total number of baptisms per age group recorded for the year in the Register of Baptisms.

6.
Total number of people confirmed.  There are no age divisions.

7.
The total number of weddings recorded in the Register, wherever they have taken place.

8.
The total number of funerals recorded in the Register, wherever they have taken place.

9a.
Total attendance, includes children and babies, at all worship services, except weddings and funerals.  The exception prevents “distortion” of figures.  Worship attendance is an important indication for the ongoing life of the Parish.  If there has been a significant change, eg, an extra service or venue added, please add a note to your return.
9b.
Attendances during June are the figures used in the calculations re share of costs in ecumenical work.  

10.
Numbers of people who receive communion are an important indication of trends.  To allow for historical comparisons the figures for Christmas and Easter are included.

11. The number of regular worshipping congregations assists in the total picture of life in the ministry unit. 

12a.
The figures include Sunday Schools, Weekday Schools, Clubs and the like and should be typical of term time.  They should not include Holiday Programmes.  Year 6 = Std 4, approximately 10 years of age.

12b.
Total (rather than typical) attendances should be recorded for Holiday Programmes.

13.
Youth Group details.  Membership at Year 7 is to accommodate the “Anglican Youth Ministries Statute” definition of the age of Youth commencing at Year 7 (Form 1) level.

14.
This is a new category to assist the recently established Diocesan focus on ministry to young adults.

15.
The wording allows for short term groups (for example, Lenten study groups) to be included.
